Servo, PLC, AC and Direct-Drive technology also provides the user with a more energy efficient extrusion operation which further reduces production costs. These developments have been fully incorporated into extrusion lines designed specifically for the production of medical tube, cosmetic tube, automotive tube, PEX, PB and PE-RT Pipe and other complex multi-layer applications.  

Today’s manufacturers require the need for more control and information. The Smart system allows manufacturers to export vital production data and to protect their extrusion set-up from interference.

The use of PLC technology allows them to achieve this through password protection, programme memory (recipes), real-number input; simple links to PC’s; drive interrogation; multiple language setting and error messaging.

Smart technology dramatically reduces operator reliability.”
