CHINAPLAS 2008 - PRESS CONFERENCE
On behalf of EUROMAP - the European Committee of Machinery Manufacturers for the Plastics and Rubber Industries that represents the Association of manufacturers of nine countries - I thank you for this opportunity to add some sentences in this press conference organized to promote CHINAPLAS 2008.

 

I remember, I attended 25 years ago the opening of the first CHINAPLAS in Beijing and I have to underline that in all these years the development of the show has been parallel to the wider dimension and importance of the Chinese plastics market. I think that CHINAPLAS contributed to that great industrial Chinese expansion and, also, allowed the knowledge of modern technologies made in Europe which many Chinese companies compared themselves to, in the show and on the market.

 

Now, frankly speaking, I can state that after K in Düsseldorf, CHINAPLAS is the most attractive technological show of our sector, especially because of a relevant number of machinery and auxiliaries exhibited by worldwide manufacturers.

 

On behalf of EUROMAP, I want to remark that the choice to support in China only one sectoral exhibition, made twenty years ago, has been very positive. In fact, even every year, in China, there are almost 30 shows devoted to plastic materials, only CHINAPLAS has an international standard, concerning the technological representativeness of exhibitors and the growing number of visitors from all over the world.

 

On the contrary, in other industrial sectors, a confusing show proliferation is still existing in China with events overlapping or avoiding each other and that, finally, are not able to attract qualified exhibitors and visitors.

In view of CHINAPLAS 2008, national Associations joining EUROMAP have decided to develop, more than in the past, the exhibitors' coordination of each European country. In particular, a wide collective participation of German, Italian and Austrian exhibitors has been announced.

Also for this reason, as for many other ones, we are sure that a lot of non Chinese visitors will participate in CHINAPLAS 2008.
