ANTIKOR RS extra is a high-grade corrosion protection, lubricating and preserving agent for metallic materials of all types. It provides long-term protection even in harsh atmospheres for bright metal and highly polished surfaces. ANTIKOR is also an ideal lubricant for ejectors and slides without the risk of contaminating white, pale or translucent injection molded parts. It does not dissolve dirt or rust and can be introduced into the ejector and slide mechanisms during injection molding when the mold opens. Slight residues on the moldings disappear after 2 - 3 minutes further travel. A prerequisite for this is however that the mechanism should be cleaned and checked for any rust and dirt before the mould is installed.
INTERKOR VP 1026 produces a significant amount of foam and therefore to an increase in pressure resulting from the expansion of the volume in the limited space of the worm cylinder (filled with plastic granulate). INTERKOR VP 1026 causes the material to escape quickly from the nozzle or open hot channel tool due to these parameters and removes all scraps left over from the last injection of material.
REINIGER SE contains a combination of special solvents and removes deposits from tools without causing any essential interruption of production.  When processing plastics, deposits are apt to form inside the tool and impair the quality of the formed parts.
