The automatic machine SERVOTUBE 137 UV has been designed by OMSO for the decoration of cylindrical tubes by silk screen and/or flexo technology.

With a 24-mandrels round configuration, it can reach a production speed of up to 150 pcs/min, but, to save costs in terms of toolings, it is possible to work with 12 mandrels only at half the speed.

The machine configuration can be stated freely and in different ways, bearing in mind that the printing stations are available upto a maximum of 8, and can be used for silk screen and/or flexo decoration, but also for lacquering.

Separate drives allow to position the printing stations upon request along the machine perimeter. There are no limitations to the sequence of the processes, i.e. there are no dedicated stations in which the print head can only be fitted, or the lacquering unit, or the curing system.

Mandrels are driven by individual servo-motors (no gear is foreseen), and allow a very simple and quick change-over.

All basic adjustments for print and loading are motorized and driectly controlled by the operator’s interface. 

When starting a new job, the screen, having one format only, allows to obtain an image already positioned and centered, according to measures and references set in advance during a previous phase.

The machine can decorate rigid and soft tubes having a diameter from 18 to 60 mm, and height from 50 to 230 mm, while the maximum printing height is 220 mm for the silk screen version and 200 mm for the flexo version.

The temperature in the press is kept constant during the whole operation, to avoid uncontrolled slipping.
