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	Trendelkamp Technologie GmbH, located in Germany, will exhibit a Screen Changer for various melt filtration applications, at the Chinaplas 2008 and would like to inform about 
the newly developed continuous operating Screen Changer, Type TSK –2Q. In contrast to the traditional dual piston screen changers, this device divides the melt flow into 4 streams. During a screen change 75% of the available screen surface area remains in the melt flow. A hydraulically operated piston individually actuates each piston. This allows the screens, which remain in the process, to stay stationary, thus minimizing changes in the melt pressure. A distribution system on the inlet and outlet of the screen changer provides an equal melt flow distribution, to the four screen cavities. Other versions of the TSK –2Q with prolonged screen life cycle times, and a special design for recycling applications, are available as well. The screen changer is based on the compact dual piston screen changer technology, with their patented rectangular screen support plates. This rectangular screen support plate has already enabled Trendelkamp to provide State-Of-The-Art, compact screen changers. This configuration effects the design of the TSK –2Q positively, in multiple ways. The TSK –2Q has a footprint, which is comparable to an equivalent dual piston screen changer, but with all advantages inherent to the design with four screen cavities.
